
CONDITIONS OF USE & ENTRY

Persons may use this recreation area, subject to the 
following conditions. Entry to this recreation area shall be 
deemed to be acceptance of all these ‘Conditions of Entry’.

1. Camping is permitted in the Lake Somerset Holiday 
Park area—fees apply.

2. Swimming is permitted in designated swimming areas.

3. Boating access is only permitted under permit issued 
by Australian Tourist Park Management (ATPM) on 
behalf of SEQWater—fees apply. No vessels are 
permitted within 600 metres of the Somerset Dam wall, 
as delineated by the buoy line.

4. Fishing is permitted, subject to Queensland Fisheries 
regulations.

5. A person must not:
i. behave in a riotous, indecent, offensive, 

threatening or insulting manner or cause nuisance 
or annoyance to other recreational users;

ii. litter or undertake any activities likely to cause 
pollution;

iii. discharge any firearm or fireworks;
iv. dig, disturb or remove any grass, turf, soil, earth, 

clay, gravel, sand, stone or other material 
whatsoever; or

v. operate any mechanically-powered model aircraft.

6. A permit is required to:
i. use a loudspeaker, sound amplifying device or 

generator;
ii. engage or address any meeting;
iii. conduct any organised sporting activity or aquatic 

event;
iv. undertake any commercial activity;
v. solicit donations; or 
vi. distribute any handbills, tickets, placards, notices 

or literature.

7. ATPM and its employees, contractors, and agents shall 
not be held liable for:
i. any loss or damage to any vehicle, vessel or 

personal property arising out of the occupation and 
use of ATPM or SEQWater-owned facilities;

ii. the death or injury of any person arising out of the 
occupation and use of ATPM or SEQWater-owned 
facilities;

iii. any loss or damage suffered as a consequence of 
or arising out of ATPM or SEQWater exercising its 
common law rights to enforce the provisions of the 
conditions of entry and use of recreation areas.

8. ATPM and SEQWater reserve the right to delineate or 
set aside any area as a reserved area for exclusive use 
or for the purposes of prohibiting public access.

CAMPING RULES

1. BOOMGATES work on an in/out system. Please do not 
disclose your number to other guests and/or friends, as 
this will restrict your entry to the park.

2. QUEENSLAND ROAD RULES apply to all vehicles in the 
park and the maximum speed within the park is 10KM/HR.

3. HELMETS must be worn at all times when riding a bike. 

4. For the safety of all our guests, children’s powered bikes, 
quads and unregistered vehicles are not allowed in the 
park.

5. Appropriate footwear must be worn in the amenities. 
Children under 12 years must be accompanied by an 
adult. Our amenities are not unisex...even though we 
appreciate you may be trying to save water!! 

6. CAMP FIRES must be contained in a drum, brazier or 
something similar—under no circumstances are fires 
allowed on the ground. (Please do not use fire drums as 
rubbish bins.) 

7. Please respect your fellow campers and turn MUSIC OFF 
at 10.00 pm, and keep NOISE to a minimum. If someone is 
causing a disturbance, please contact the manager on 
5497 1093. 

8. Please place all RUBBISH in the industrial bins located 
throughout the park. NOTE: FISH WASTE must be placed 
in the blue and red wheelie bins at the fish cleaning table. 

9. Just as a final note, we ask that you be mindful of  any 
current water restrictions and watch your water usage in 
the amenities and around the park grounds. Even if the 
lake is full, every drop is precious!! 

EMERGENCY EVACUATION
If it is safe to do so, you should:

1. secure your valuables;
2. turn off power and gas to your site/ensuite/cabin/room;
3. close all windows, doors and hatches;
4. gather your family members; and
5. meet at the assembly area located at the OVAL.

Do not attempt to move your car or caravan. 

In the event of an emergency you should notify the Park 
Manager, grounds or office staff, or call 000.

Biscuits, breadcrumbs, breakfast items, coffee & tea, condiments 
(mustard, crushed garlic, ginger, pesto), cordials, flour, gravy mix, 
lemon/lime squeeze, mayonnaise & salad dressing, rice, pasta & 
noodles, salt & pepper, sugar, tinned meals and veggies, cooking 
oil…

Personal Items
After-sun lotion, aloe vera, antiseptic cream, bandaids, chest rub, 
cotton balls & tips, deodorant, eye drops, feminine hygiene items, 
lip balm, moisturizer, nail files, Panadol, shampoo/conditioner, 
shavers, soap, Stingose, sunblock, tissues, toothpaste, wipes, 
Zinc cream…

General Items
Aluminium foil, bottle openers, cigarettes, cling wrap, clothesline 
and pegs, cutlery sets, dishcloths, dishwashing liquid, dustpan and 
broom, egg flips, matches, newspapers (during peak periods), 
paper towel, picnic sets, playing cards, scouring pads, serviettes, 
sewing kits, tea towels, tongs, washing powder...
